Appropriate - Slacks, skirts, button down shirts with ties, dress/ career shoes, boots.



Not appropriate - Jeans, Shorts, leggings, tennis shoes, t-shirts.

Casual - For the Dance/Activities Time on Sunday night

Appropriate - Jeans, Khakis, shorts, or skirts that are at least mid-
thigh length, t-shirts, tennis shoes.

Not appropriate — Pajamas, jeans or pants that are cutoff and/or worn with holes. Shoes
with holes.
