The Sedgwick County 4-H Supe Shooters will be hosting a shooting sports match for Archery. This match is a state
qualifier. All levels of shooters are invited to participate from 4-H age 9-18 years of age.
NOTE: The minimum age to participate in the State Match is 9 years old before January 1, 2025

Registration form is due by 5 PM August 1, 2025. Late registrations only accepted to fill relays. Fees are $15/relay
regardless of bow class or course of fire. We will only accept registration from one person per county and this person
will be notified of relay times. Registration begins at 8:00 AM.

FITA Course of Fire: Traditional FITA 10-ring targets. Practice will consists of 6 arrows at 40 meters (Seniors) and 6 arrows
at 30 meters (Juniors) prior to competition. Archers will have a total of 4 minutes to shoot each 6 arrow ends. 2 minutes
is allowed to look for lost arrows after each end.

Juniors: 12 arrows at 20 meters and 12 arrows at 30 meters. 6 arrows each end.

Seniors: 12 arrows at 30 meters and 12 arrows at 40 meters. 6 arrows each end.
Qualifying Scores required:

Recurve Bare Bow: 120 out of a possible 240

Recurve Olympic: 140 out of a possible 240

Compound Bow Hunter: 200 out of a possible 240

Compound Open: 210 out of a possible 240

Junior age bracket: 9-13; Senior age bracket: 14-18

3D Course of Fire (will not be used for state qualification): 3-D targets with stakes for both a junior and senior
unmarked shooting distances determined by the range master. No rangefinders permitted.

Junior Competition: 1 arrow at each target shot from the junior marker.

Senior Competition: 1 arrow at each target shot from the Senior marker.
